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 We will soon be approaching the tenth year (2011) of The Great American Jeep 
Rally  and anniversaries tend to make us think back to the earlier years. 

 Basing the concept on classic car shows, in a few short months Sharon Perron and 
Paul Kelly put together the first Rally in 2001.  It was held at Herbert’s Candy Mansion in 
Shrewsbury, MA and drew over 200 Jeep owners on a glorious September day.  Jeep own-
ers are passionate about their vehicles, making the Rally more popular each year until it 
was necessary to move the event to a larger area. 

 In 2004, on a sunny, but very windy day the 4th Great American Jeep Rally was 
held at the Spencer Fairgrounds in Spencer, MA. drawing close to 500 Jeep owners.  It 
was the first year offering a “rock garden”, although it turned out to be a pile of rocks with 
no real challenge.  It also turned out to be the last year the Rally was held in Massachu-
setts - due to a change in Planning Committee Members. 

 2005 brought a new venue - Four Town Fairground in Somers, CT - which had a 
nice layout for GAJR purposes.  Although it was overcast with a few showers, the event of-
ferings attracted 550 Jeep owners.  Now five years old, the Rally had grown considerably 
offering awesome raffle prizes, a very popular, challenging rock garden, RTI ramps, nu-
merous vendors and an area for 4x4 clubs from throughout New England to set up. 

 The committee hit a bump in the road in 2007 that required canceling the event, 
however, in 2008 with a new chairperson, the Jeep Rally was back in full swing with it’s 
best year yet - 610 Jeeps on the grounds!!  Last year, in spite of the heavy rain, 482 Jeep 
owners not only met special guest Ian Johnson of Xtreme 4x4 but also made the Great 
American Jeep Rally  another great success. 

 From its’ inception, the Jeep Rally has been a fundraiser- supporting non -profit or-
ganizations, among them: Mass Veterans, Canines for Kids, American Wolf Foundation, 
MA and CT Volunteer Fire Depts. and various Youth Programs as well as consistently sup-
porting the Northeast Association of 4WD Clubs.  Although no official tallies have been 
determined, donations have surely surpassed $25,000 over the course of the Rally’s 
growth.
